To direct the H&TED, Director of Higher lducation, CET Commissioner and

Vice-Chancellors of other Universities in the state to take necessary  steps 1o ensure that

the admissions of students from Mumbai University pursuing Higher liducation arc

Carricd out without any hindrances.

2, To make cfforts as [ar as possible. to extend the cut-off date for admissios to

facilitatc admissions of SUde_S_QQA}}B}b?i University.

3. In casc any student misses out the admission because he/she could not furnish

required cligibility within stipulated time period, and if found cligible subscquently.

then such student should be considered for admission in W&@x

4. As rcgards to the students who want to ‘pursuc study in other Universitics in
Maharashtra, H& TED will issue suitable notification to all other Universitics in the
State dirccting to admit the candidates provisionally, based on a copy of onlinc result. il
the result is declared and mark sheet is not issued. Where results are not declared. it was
directed. the students may be admitted provisionally based on an undertaking stating that
the admission is provisional and subject to the condition that in case subsequently they
don’t fulfill the cligibility criteria, the admission would be automatically cancclled. It
was also decided to inform all Universities to postpone the dates of registration or
allocate over and above quota to accommodate MU students.

5 To direct the Mumbai University officers to set up a Result Grievances Redressal
Cell, in which all the issues pertaining to the results including revaluation would be
addressd.

6. To direct the Vice-Chancellor to take appropriate decisions in the Board ol
Iixaminations and livaluation,  various issues in order to facilitate earliest possible
declaration of results. by convening mectings of Board of [ixaminations and Fvaluation.
