Accomplishment of the 4t Strategic & Security Dialogue on “Rise of China
and its Implication for the World”

The Department of Defence and Strategic Studies (DDSS), Savitribai Phule Pune University
(SPPU), in collaboration with Centre for China Analysis and Strategy, New Delhi and the
Centre for Advanced Strategic Studies (CASS), Pune organized the 4" Strategic & Security
Dialogue on “Rise of China and its Implication for the World. The 1% dialogue was inaugurated
by Mr. Peter Rimmele, Former Resident Representative to India, Konrad-Adenauer-Stiftung in
2022, the 2" by General Manoj Pande, PVSM AVSM VSM ADC, Chief of Army Staff, in
2023 and the 3" by General Anil Chauhan, Chief of Defence Staff PVSM UYSM AVSM SM
VSM, in 2024.

The 4™ Strategic & Security Dialogue on “Rise of China and its Implication for the World”
was inaugurated by Prof. (Dr.) Suresh Gosavi, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor of Savitribai Phule
Pune University. Prof. (Dr.) Vijay Khare, Head, Department of Defence and Strategic Studies,
commenced the inaugural session of the 4™ Strategic and Security Dialogue on “Rise of China
and its Implication for the World” on 16" April, 2025 with his welcome remarks to set a tone
to the dialogue. Air Marshal Bhushan Gokhale (Retd) VSM AVSM PVSM provided military
perspective on China’s strategic ambitions and military posture in the Indo Pacific.

Mr. Jayadeva Ranade, President, Centre for China Analysis and Strategy, delivered an
overview of China’s internal political shifts and effects on the global strategic environment.

This session thus set a tone for engaging discussions.



The Dialogue consisted of four sessions. Session | featured a conversation between Mr.
Jayadeva Ranade and Mr. Sandeep Unnithan, author and senior journalist exploring China’s
strategic objectives, among other things. This conversation provided the audience with a well-
rounded understanding of China’s long term agenda and its impact on regional as well as
international stability.

Session II dealt with “India- China Security Equilibrium” and was chaired by Air Marshal
Bhushan Gokhale (Retd.) VSM AVSM PVSM and the speakers were Air Marshal S S Soman
(Retd.) PVSM AVSM VM,; Lt. General A L Chavan (Retd.) PVSM AVSM SM VSM and Prof.
(Dr.) Vijay Khare. The speakers shared their views on India’s air defence preparedness and
strategic posture; operational and strategic aspects along the India-China border and also
offered academic insights on strategic equilibrium and importance of balancing diplomacy with
deterrence.

Session III focused on “China Internal” and was chaired by Mr. Avnish Sharma, Vice
President, Centre for China Analysis and Strategy, who opened the session with his remarks
on China’s internal transformations. The speakers were Dr. Jabin Jacob, Assistant Professor at
Department of International Relations and Governance Studies, Shiv Nadar Institute of
Eminence, who spoke on “US-China Internal Reaction” and offered insights into how domestic
political shifts in both countries influence their global strategies. Ms. Namrata Hasija, Research
Fellow (CCAS) spoke on “Emerging Leadership in China”, followed by Dr. Apa Lhamo,
Research Fellow (CCAS) who delivered a talk on “Implications of China’s Nation Building
Project in Tibet”. The session provided a critical exploration of China’s internal developments.
The concluding Session IV focused on India — “China: The Way Ahead” and was chaired by
Mr. Jayadeva Ranade. Dr. Priyanka Pandit, Assistant Professor Department of International
Relations and Governance Studies, Shiv Nadar Institute of Eminence; Prof. Prabhat Ranjan,
Vice Chancellor, D. Y. Patil International University, Pune and Prof. (Dr.) Raymond
Doraiswami, Head, Department of Environment Science, were the speakers. They discussed
emerging technologies and their role in reshaping strategic balances, among other things.
